Therefore, if you have already obtained a COE for your research student status or if you
are in the process of applying for it and then get accepted into the master's or doctoral
program, you will need to withdraw your research student COE application and apply for
anew COE as a master's or doctoral student. The process for reapplying for a COE with
the Immigration Bureau cannot begin until after receiving the admission notification in
early September, and it takes approximately three months. In this case, you won't be able
to obtain the required residence status by the start of the master's or doctoral program in
October. Therefore, for Applicants for Entrance Exam Schedule A, please select the
enrollment starting in the following April, not in October. Furthermore, if you apply as a
graduate international research student for the October enrollment and also apply for the
master's or doctoral program with the Entrance Exam Schedule A for the following April
enrollment, and if you pass both, you can become a research student from October to
March of the next year.
